Stage Manager: 


The stage manager is the glue that holds the production together. Your primary responsibility is to manage props and costumes. You may have one or two people working under your direction to keep the show running smoothly. You’ll need to be able to communicate with the directors in order to meet their needs, as well as with the producers to make sure things like props and costumes can be found. You direct a lot of the drama that goes on backstage. You will have an Assistant Stage Manager to assist with all of the above responsibilities.

Technical Director: 

 
The primary responsibility of a Technical Director is to manage the lighting and sound running crew. You should be proficient in sound and lighting and be able to direct your crew. You will take the needs and desires of the director, assistant director (and, to some extent, the playwright) into account, and translate them into something feasible for a performance in the Krannert Amphitheater. You will coordinate the lighting and sound personnel, as well as the crew.  You need to determine what the tech team needs and communicate those needs to the producer to make sure you always get what you want. You will have an Assistant Technical Director to assist with all of the above responsibilities.
